67 counties, 71 recording offices. The recording officer is the Judge of Probate. Four counties
have two recording offices- Barbour, Coffee, Jefferson, St. Clair. See the notes under each
county regarding how to determine which office is appropriate to search. Alabama is in the
Central Time Zone (CST).

All judgments and liens, mortgages, deeds, bonds for title, affidavits, agreements, resolutuions,
assignments, power of attorney, marriage.

Most counties do not perform real estate searches. Copy fees vary, but usually $1.00 per page.
Certification fees vary. Property tax records are located at the Assessor's Office.

Federal and state tax liens on personal property of businesses are filed with the Secretary of
State.

Financing statements are filed at the state level; real estate related collateral with the County

There is no statewide system for access to recorded documents, but apporx. 23 counties offer
online access to recorded documents.
